Day One: Arrive in Charlottesville, Virginia 

 

Charlottesville and Albemarle County is a 

region steeped in history and tradition. 

Visitors can tour the homes and grounds 

of Thomas Jefferson’s Monticello, James 

Monroe’s Highland, and James Madison’s 

Montpelier, all while driving on scenic 

roadways with views of the beautiful Blue 

Ridge Mountains and idyllic vineyards 

dotting the landscape. Then, go for a 

stroll on Charlottesville’s historic 

pedestrian Downtown Mall for shopping 

and dining options galore, in a region that 

was named the locavore capital of the 

world! 

 

2 hours to Winchester, Virginia 

 

Day Two:  Arrive in Winchester, Virginia 

 

Winchester was George Washington’s military and political training ground, where he lived from age 

16-26. Visit The George Washington’s office museum and site of Fort Loudoun, which he constructed 

during The French and Indian War. 

 

Explore our numerous breweries, cideries and wineries, several of which are on our Historic Downtown 

walking mall.  Then dine at several of our outstanding restaurants. May of which are in out Historic 

District and have unique histories of their own.

3.25 hours to Lehigh Valley, Pennsylvania 

 

Day Three: Arrive in Lehigh Valley, Pennsylvania 

 

Tour Historic Moravian Bethlehem, a national historic landmark district. Take a walking tour of the 

original structures from the 1700s.  Explore the Moravian Bookshop, recognized as the oldest 

continuously operating bookstore in the world.  Before heading south to Maryland make your way to 

the Easton Farmers Market to sample local produce, wines and more.  

 

3.5 hours to Wicomico County, Maryland 

 

Day Four: Arrive at Maryland’s Eastern Shore 

 

Outdoor adventure, history and Eastern Shore culture are at your fingertips in Wicomico County.  Start 

your morning with a paddle at the 260-acre Pemberton Historical Park, catching a glimpse of over 

1,000 miles of waterways and the beautiful creatures that inhabit them.  A costumed guide will lead 

you through the 18th century Pemberton Hall, built by Salisbury’s founding father.  Entering into 

downtown Salisbury, a stop at Poplar Hill Mansion will immerse you in the history of Salisbury’s oldest 

surviving building.  A drive through the surrounding Historic Newtown District will show off the area’s 

Victorian Architecture en route to a final stop at the Ward Museum of Wildfowl Art, where the world’s 

largest decoy collection is housed.
